Zadna z polskich bibliotek tak naukowych jak i publicznych nie posiada nawet w przyblizeniu kompletu
polskich wydawnictw tego autora. Podobnie jest tez z zagranicznymi renomowanymi bibliotekami.

2 W jezyku angielskim ( takze w niemieckim 1 francuskim) przy porzadkowaniu wg alfabetu nazw - tytutow,
zamieszanie wprowadzaja rodzajniki: ”The, A, An” i inne. Stad powstaly tabele tytutow w jezyku
angielskim ze skroconymi nazwami, bez rodzajnikow [jak w opracowaniach amerykanskich].

3. Zaznaczy¢ muszg, ze w j¢zykach angielskim, niemieckim i francuskim, wprowadzitem do tabel tylko nazwy
spotkanych tytutow bez specjalnej uwagi na okreslone wydania ksiazkowe czy czasopisma w ktorych
ukazywaty si¢ prace autora. Nie sa to wigc Scisle bibliografie a raczej - spisy spotkanych tytutow. Jednak w
tabelach z tytutami angielskimi staralem si¢ o wpisanie daty najstarszych wydan danej pracy, oraz nieraz
uzupetnialem innymi wydaniami, zwlaszcza gdy nie dysponowalem najstarszymi danymi, lub nowsze
wydania roznily si¢ bardzo od starszych wydan. Niektore utwory byty kilkakrotnie przerabiane, uzupriniane
lub skracane, novelizowane.

4. W polskich tabelach zestawach, staralem si¢ umiesci¢ konkretne wydania ksiazkowe, okreslonego
wydawcy, roku wydania, okreslonej zawartos$ci itp. Poniewaz katalogi bibliotek nie podaja bardzo czgsto
informacji, szczeg6lnie przy tlumaczeniach na inne jgzyki z oryginatu angielskiego, takich: jak tytut
oryginatu, nazwiska thumacza poszczego6lnych fragmentdw i innych danych, staratem si¢ (jesli dostgpne byty
dla mnie odpowiednie egzemplarze ksiazek czy inne zrdédia) dodatkowo podac polskie tytuly wzglednie
uzupetniajac je angielskimi odpowiednikami tam gdzie tych danych nie podano. Niestety nie dotartem do
wielu egzemplarzy czy zrodet, stad 1 puste miejsca na uzupehienia tych informacji.

5. Dos$¢ czgsto pod tymi samymi tytulami, miesci si¢ zupehie inna tre$¢ zwtaszcza w zbiorach opowiadan.
Takze w polskich wydaniach prac tego autora kilka tytulow si¢ powtarza w roznych zestawach 1 wydaniach
zbiorowych. Stad dodatkowe tabele, grupujace te wydania.

6. Calos¢ tej pracy nie opiera si¢ na zrddlowych, niedostgpnych dla mnie, danych i1 opracowaniach, a na
informacjach wtérnych, najczeséciej dostgpnych w Internecie. Stad tez informacje w tej pracy zawarte, moga
nie by¢ kompletne 1 nie wykluczam pomylek, bowiem nie mam z czym poréwna¢ mojego opracowania.

7. Tytuly ksiazkowe w zasadzie zaczerpnigto z tabel 1, 14, 15 1 uzupeliono z innych nieudokumentowanych
tutaj zrodel.

8. W koncu przepraszam czytelnika tego opracowania, ze dla wlasnej wygody nie stosowatem tak
niemieckich jak 1 francuskich oraz innych znakéw diakrytycznych, oraz za niekonsekwentne stosowanie
odpowiednio duzych liter, nawiaséw , znakow interpunkcyjnych itp.

9. Duzym utrudnieniem przy tej pracy, okazly si¢ bardzo czgste wylaczenia w pracy na stronach Intenetu, po
kilkunastu sekundach otawrcia strony.. Najczgsciej dotyczyto to stron katalogow bibliotecznych. Powodowato
to wielokrotne powtarzanie wejscia, na to samo miejsce w katalogu, co przy kikuset pozycjach byto bardzo
denerwujace 1 pracochtonne.

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Krotka biografia J.B. Priestl ey a

Priestley John Boynton, 13. IX. 1894. Bradford (Yorkshire), angielski powiesciopisarz, dramaturg i eseista. Syn
nauczyciela. W czasie I wojny $wiatowej walczyt jako ochotnik, po wojnie studiowat literatur¢ w Cambridge.
Potem przeniost si¢ do Londynu 1 poswigcit dziatalnosci literackie;.

Poczatkowo pisal eseje, mniej kunsztowne od popularnych wowczas esejow Beerbohma, Chestertona
czy wspodtczesnego eseisty 1 1 wydawcy E.V. Lucasa (1868-1938), lecz réwnie silnie wyrazajace osobowos¢
autora. Talent P. jest dziennikarski: cechuje go bystra obserwacja, zywe realistyczne opisy, umiejetnosc
kreslenia wyrazistych postaci, klarowny, prosty styl i humor. P. fascynowaty postacie komiczne i komedia
sytuacyjna. Widoczne to jest w jego esejach, a takze w artykutach krytycznoliterackich i w monografiach
humorystow Peacocka i Mereditha. Krytyka literacka P. nie pretendowala zreszta do oryginalnos$ci, ograniczata
si¢ glownie do rzetelnego 1 inteligentnego wyjasniania tekstu.

Po udanym debiucie Adam z ksiezyca (Adam in Moonshine, 1927) P. napisal jeszcze kilkanascie
powiesci. Nadzwyczajnym sukcesem stala si¢ ksiazka The Good Companions (1929 Dobrzy towarzysze), ktorej
bohaterowie, zrywajac ze swoja dotychczasowa jalowa egzystencja, odkrywaja warto$¢ wspolpracy, przyjazni i
przygody, tworzac wedrowna trupe koncertujaca. Struktura utworu, tak jak wielu innych powiesci P., oparta
jest na wzorach powiesci sowizdrzalskiej, w ktorej bohater styka si¢ w trakcie wloczggi z rdéznymii
srodowiskami spotecznymi. Panorama prowincji angielskiej nakreslona jest z dickensowskim realizmem,
rozmachem 1 humorem.

W Angel Pavement (1930, Ulica aniotow), swojej drugiej wielkiej powiesci, kreslit P. realistyczne sceny
z Owczesnego Londynu: ukazywal $wiat drobnych kupcow 1 prostych ludzi, ktorych bytowi zagrazaty
bezrobocie 1 kryzys ekonomiczny. Dzigki dochodom z tych powiesci P. wiele podr6zowat 1 w oparciu o wiasne
wrazenia napisal trzeci bestseller, powies¢ o poszukiwaniu uranu na wyspach Polinezji, Farawy (1932,
Daleko). Wspaniala natura tworzy w tej ksigzce ironiczny kontrast z matostkowoscia ludzi.

Na wrazeniach z podrozy oparte sa tez liczne reportaze P., miedzy innymi English Journey (1934,
Podroz po Anglii) 1 znacznie pdzniejszy reportaz z Teksasu Journey Down a Rainbow (1955 Podroz po teczy).
W ksiazkach tych najsilniej zaznaczaja si¢ wspdlne dla catej tworczosci P. umiarkowane poglady
socjalistyczne.

Od 1931 P. poswigcit si¢ glownie dramatowi 1 napisal ponad trzydziesci sztuk. Zadebiutowat dramatem
Dangerus Corner (1932 Niebezoieczny zakret),wykazujac od razu wielkie wyczucie sceny 1 $wietne
opanowanie techniki kompozycyjnej, charakterystyczne i1 dla pdzniejszych sztuk. Wierny na ogot trzem
jednoscia dramatu klasycznego, zrecznie kilminowal napigcie, prowadzac do oryginalnego rozwiazania

konfliktu. Wkrotce zwiazat si¢ z matym teatrem, Duches Theatre w Londynie 1 pisat dla tej sceny sztuki
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kameralne, realistyczne, przedstawiajace przewaznie problemy rodzinne prostych ludzi. Sam okreslat je jako
,komedie rubaszne”, ujmujace powazne zagadnienia nieco farsowo. Typowa sztuka tego okresu jest Eden End
(1934, Ulica Rajska).w ktorej zawiedziona niedoszla aktorka wraca do rodzinnego 1 odnajduje rado$¢ zycia w
codziennosci.

P&zniej eksperymentowat P. na polu dramatu ekspresjonistycznego, piszac sztuki : I Have Been Here
Before (1937, Ja tu juz kiedys bytem) 1 Johnson Over Jordan (1939, Johanson umiera). W czasie 11 wojny
Swiatowej P. pisal utwory o silnie lewicowych akcentach spolecznych.

Duza popularnoscia cieszyla si¢ sztuka They Came to a City (1944, I przyszli do pewnego miasta), w
ktorej — umieszczajac akcj¢ w utopijnym Miescie Harmonii — konfrontowat na tym tle réznorodne postawy
ludzkie. Wpowiesci o zolnierzach wracajacych z wojny Trzej panowie w cywilu (three Men in New Suits, 1945)
zawarl ostra satyr¢ skierowang przeciw konserwatystom.

Powijenna tworczo$¢ dramatyczna P. byla w duzej mierze eksperymentalna, ktadt przy tym autor coraz
wigkszy nacisk na stowo i retoryke. Ciagla aktualno$c ma powstata wowczas sztuka Pan inspektor przyszedt?
(An Inspektor Calls, 1947), w ktorej P. dat wyraz przeswiadczeniu, ze wszyscy ludzie sa za siebie wzajemnie
odpowiedzialni moralnie. W dramacie Take the Fool Avay (1956, Zabierzcie stqd tego blazna) dawat wyraz
niepokojom wspolczesnego swiata, ukazujac posta¢ czlowieka-btazna, zagubionego w swiecie
zmechanizowanej cywilizacji.

Problem czasu w aspekcie filozoficznym 1 mistycznym, powracajacy czgsto w jego dramacie, stal si¢ tez
tematem studium Man and Time (1964, Czlowiek a czas); utrzymuje w nim P., Ze terazniejszo$¢ zawiera
przesziosc 1 przysztos¢. Na czoto wszechstronnych zainteresowan P. wysuwa si¢ problematyka spoteczna,
ogniskujaca si¢ wokot klas srednich. Jest w tym P. podobny do pisarzy wczesniejszej generacji, jak:
Galsworthy, Shaw G.B, 1 Wells. Krytykowano go, w duzej mierze stusznie, za brak glebi intelektualne;,
monotoni¢ tematyczng i1 zbytnia prostotg srodkow artystycznych.
