2 W jezyku angielskim ( takze w niemieckim 1 francuskim) przy porzadkowaniu wg alfabetu nazw - tytutow,
zamieszanie wprowadzaja rodzajniki:”The, A, An” i inne. W niekdrych tabelach przy porzadkowaniu nie

uwzgledniono rodzajnikow.

3. Zaznaczy¢ muszg, ze w jezykach angielskim, niemieckim i francuskim, wprowadzilem do tabel tylko nazwy
spotkanych tytuldéw bez specjalnej uwagi na okreslone wydania ksiazkowe czy czasopisma w ktorych
ukazywaty si¢ prace Rudyarda Kiplinga. Nie sa to wigc $cisle bibliografie a raczej - spisy spotkanych tytutow.
Jednak w tabelach z tytutami angielskimi staralem si¢ o wpisanie daty najstarszych wydan danej pracy, oraz

(Tres¢ z Matego Stownika Pisarzy Angielskich i Amerykanskich, Wiedza Powszechna W-a 1971)

Joseph Rudyard Kipling * 30-12-1965 w Bombaju, + 18-01-1936 w Londynie.

Angielski nowelista, powiesciopisarz i poeta. Ojciec jego byt rysownikiem (ilustrowat m.in. utwory syna), wuj

za$ malarzem z kregu Prerafaelitéw. RK wychowywat si¢ wigc w srodowisku o wysokiej kulturze artystyczne;.

Dziecinstwo spedzit w Indiach, gdzie jego ojciec miat stanowisko profesora sztuki dekoracyjnej w
szkole sztuk pigknych, zalozonej przez Anglikoéw. Juz jako dziecko poznat jezyk hindi, stuchajac basni i legend
opowiadanych mu przez stuzbg. W 1871 roku zostat wystany na nauke¢ do Anglii, wrocit do Indii po dziesigciu

latach i rezygnujac z modnej wowczas kariery wojskowej lub urzgdniczej, postanowil poswigci€ sig pisarstwu.

Pracowat jako dziennikarz w redakcji Civil and Military Gazetce w Lahore, wspotpracujac takze z The
,Pionier” w Allahabadzie. Szybko zdobyl popularno$¢ na razie w matym miejscowym $wiatku anglo-
indyjskim jako publicysta i autor nowelek drukowanych w oprawie broszurowej przez wydawnictwo kolejowe
w Allahabadzie. W ciSgu dwoch lat napisat okoto siedemdziesigciu takich opowiadan, ktore weszly w sktad
zbioroéw Plain Tales from the Hills (1877), [Proste opowiesci z gor], Soldiers Three (1888), [Trzech zotnierzy],
The Story of the Gadsbys (1888), [Historia panstwa Gadsbys], In Black and White (1888), [Czarno- biale],
Under the Deodars (1888), [Pod cedrami himalajskimi], The Phantom Rickshaw(1888), [Widmowa riksza],
Wee Willie Winkie (1888).

Wigkszos$¢ z nich ukazuje na tle egzotycznej, bogatej przyrody Indii 1 specyficznej obyczajowosci
angielskie srodowisko wojskowo urzednicze. Mimo sympatii dla tubylcéw RK gloryfikuje stuzbe kolonialnego
zolierza. Jego styl prosty i zywy, pelen humoru, nierzadko ironii zdobywa mu wielu czytelnikow, pdzniej

takze w Anglii.

W koncu lat osiemdziesiatych dziewigtnastego wieku rozpoczat seri¢ podrozy jako korespondent pisma
,Pioneer”. Zwiedzit w ten sposob Japonig, Ptd. Afryke, Cejlon, Australie, Nowa Zelandig, cztery lata spedzit w
Stanach Zjednoczonych. Powigkszajac zaséb wiedzy o swiecie i zakres osobistych doswiadczen rozszerzyt RK

tym samym wachlarz tematow literackich.
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Drugi okres jego tworczo$ci otwiera powiesé The Light that Failed (1890), [Swiatto ktére zgasto],
osnuta wokoét loséw malarza, ktory traci wzrok. Jego tragedig poglebia nieszczgs§liwe uczucie - ukochana
kobieta odtraca go dla kariery. Potgpiajac jej egoizm 1 wyrachowanie, przeciwstawia im autor pigkng 1 wierna

przyjazn, jaka darzy bohatera znajomy dziennikarz.

Motyw wiernosci 1 przyjazni pojawia si¢ zreszta bardzo czgsto na kartach utworéow RK. W 1982 roku
pisarz wydal Barrack - Room Ballads [Ballady koszarowe], zbior wierszy pisanych gwara koszarowa, ktorych
tematem sa roézne epizody z wojen kolonialnych Anglii. W tym tez okresie powstaja znakomite zbiory
fantastycznych opowiesci, opartych na oryginalnych motywach indyjskich, The Jungle Book, 1894 [Ksig¢ga
dzungli] 1 The Second Jungle Book, 1895 [Druga ksigga dzungli]. Tematem opowiadan jest historia dziecka
wykarmionego przez wilki, wychowanego przez zwierzg¢ta puszczy 1 dopiero w wieku mtodzienczym
wracajacego migdzy ludzi. W ksiazkach tych, napisanych z pasja i umitowaniem przyrody, trudno uchwycié

granicg¢ miedzy basnia o zwierzgtach a opartym na bystrej obserwacji opisem zycia puszczy.

Losy Mowgliego i jego przyjacidt - czarnej pantery Bagheery, niedzwiedzia Baloo, weza Kaa - staty si¢
bliskie czytelnikom na calym $wiecie. Pod zewngtrzna warstwa zywej, przygodowej narracji zawart K. mysl
glebsza - ukazujac rzadzona odwiecznymi prawami dzunglg, w ktorej toczy si¢ nieunikniona, ale pozbawiona

brutalnych i okrutnych przejaskrawien walka o byt, snut analogi¢ miedzy §wiatem ludzi 1 zwierzat.

W ksiazce Captains Courageous,1897, [Kapitanowie zuchy] opowiada autor o synu bogacza
amerykanskiego, ktory podczas podrdzy statkiem wypada za burte 1 wylowiony przez statek rybacki przechodzi
wraz z jego zaloga cigzka szkol¢ zycia podczas rejsu przez burzliwe morza Péinocy.

W nastgpnej powiesci Stalky and Co., 1899, [Stalky i spotka] powrocit pisarz do wspomnien lat
szkolnych, opowiadajac si¢ przy okazji za angielskimi ideatami wychowawczymi - uczciwo$cia, rycersksocia,
karnos$cia w stosunku do ustroju spotecznego i panstwowego. Manifestem postannictwa narodu brytyjskiego
stal si¢ wiersz napisany na zakonczenie panowania krélowej Wiktorii pt. Recessional, 1897, [Hymn skruchy].
Potege Imperium Brytyjskiego wielbi K. w takich utworach jak wiersz The Five Nations, 1903, [Pig¢ narodow],
gdzie mowi o nowych samorzadowych spolecznosciach brytyjskich w pigciu czg$ciach $wiata, oraz w

artykutach o flocie angielskiej A Fleet in Beeing, 1899 [Flota].

W 1901 wydat sws jedyna dtuga powies¢ oparta na zasadach tradycyjnej narracji Kim [Kim].
Bohaterem jest znowu mtody chtopak, syn zotnierza i stuzaej. Wciagniety do wywiadu angielskiego, wedruje

pieszo przez Indie wraz ze swoim nieodtacznym towarzyszem, starym lama, pétmichem, potzebrakiem. Taka

kompozycja pozwala K. roztoczy¢ przed czytelnikiem szeroki obraz spotecznosci indyjskiej i wspaniala

Ostatnie lata, gdy K. osiadl na stale w Anglii, przyniosty znowu seri¢ utwordéw o zwierzgtach. Takie
sobie bajeczki (Just so Stories, 1902) to proste , naiwne, przeznaczone dla dzieci historyjki, ale dzigki pigkne;j
formie 1 finezyjnemu humorowi czytane rowniez przez dorostych. W przeznaczonych réwniez dla dzieci
zbiorach Puck of Pook's Hill, 1906 {Puk z Pukowej Gorki}i Rewards and Fairies, 1910 {Elfy 1 ich dary}
siggnal K. po tematy z przesztosci Anglii, pragnac wzbudzi¢ w mtodych czytelnikach umitowanie narodowych
tradycji.

W pdzniejszych latach poswigcit si¢ K. publicystyce politycznej 1 literaturze okoliczno$ciowej. W cyklu
artykulow Sea Warfare, 1916 {Wojna morska} omawiatl dziatanie i rol¢ marynarki wojennej. Straciwszy na
wojnie jedynego syna, K. opisal historig putku w ktorym on stuzyl, w ksiazce The Irish Guards in the Great
War, 1923 [Gwardie irlandzkie w wielkiej wojnie]. Wystepowat ostro przeciwko Niemcom, dajac jednoczesnie
wyraz swej sympatii dla Francji, m.in. w jednej ze swych ostatnich ksigzek - Souvenir of France, 1933

[Wspomnienia z Francji].

Kipling byt zwolennikiem brytyjskiej ekspansji kolonialnej 1 cho¢ nie glosit w swej tworczosci zadnego
konkretnego programu politycznego, gloryfikowal wywodzaca si¢ z tradycji purytanskiej postawg moralna i te

cnoty, od ktorych zalezata trwato$¢ Imperium Brytyjskiego.
W 1907 roku otrzymat nagrodg Nobla. Na jezyk polski utwory K. thumaczyli: J. Bandrowski, J.
Birkenmajer, J .Czekalski, S. Helsztynski, A. Krzyzanowski, M. Kreczowska, Mirandola, Z. Poptawska, S.

Wyrzykowski, W. Zechenter.

Wiestawa Schaitterowa
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Chronologia zycia RK

1865 — 30 grudnia urodzit si¢ Joseph Rudyard Kipling [RK] w Bombaju, jako syn Johna Lackwooda Kiplinga i
Alice Kipling z domu Macdonald. Ojciec byt szefem oddziatu w panstwowej szkole artystycznej w
Bombaju..Oboje dziadkowie RK byli metodystami.

1868 — Pierwsza wizyta w Angli dzie si¢ urodzita siostra Alice. [Trix]

1971 — RK i Trix ponownie w Angli w ktorej pozostali przez sze$¢ lat w pensjonacie w Southsea, niezbyt
lubiani przez jego wtascicieli.

1977 — Matka przybyla z Indii, zabrala syna i zaczat uczgszcza¢ do United Services College w Devon. Byta to
szkota dla dzieci oficerow 1 cywilnych urzednikéw, o warunkach spartanskich lecz dobrym poziomie
nauczania.

1880 — Wrdciwszy do Southsea na spotkanie z siostra, zakochat si¢ w jej kolezance Florence Gerrard. Relacje z
nia zrywane kilkakrotnie zaciazyty nad mtodoscia RK.

1881 - RK zaczat pracg edytorska w szkolnym magazynie. Broszurke z jego wierszykami, rodzice wydali bez
jego wiedzy jako Schoolboy Lyric. Opusciwszy szkolg¢ wrocit do Indii do rodzicéw w Lahore. Zaczat
tam pracg jako asystent edytora w lokalnej gazecie Civil and Military Gazette.

1883 — Publikuje wiersze w tej gazecie jak rowniez w The Englishman w Calcucie.

1884 — Wydaje Echoes by two Writers, serig parodii wspolnie z siostra Trix.

1885 — Ukazuje si¢ Quartette, a Christmas Annual przez wszystkich czworo Kiplingoéw.

1886 - RK spgdza miesiac w Simla jako korespondent gazety The Pionier. Ukazuja si¢ Depertmental Ditties,
komiczne wiersze z zycia anglikow w Indiach, wydane prywatnie i natychmiast rozprzedane. Drugie
wydanie przez Hacker, Spinks & Co w Kalkucie.

1887 — RK przenosi si¢ do Allahabadu do czasopisma The Pionier. Zaprzyjaznia si¢ z profesorem Alec Hill i
jego amerykanska zona Edmonia, co ma wielki wplyw na jego przysztos¢. Wystany jako specjalny
korespondent do Rajputana, pisze artykuty zebrane pozniej jako Lester of Marque (1891).

1888 — Gosci u malzenstwa Hillsow w Allahabadzie. Edytuje tygodniowy dodatek The Week's News. Hacker
Spinks publikuje Plan Tales from the Hills. Jego Railway Library seria krotkich opowiadan jest
publikowana w szesciu broszurowanych woluminach- Soldiers Three, The Story of the Gadsbys, In
Black and White, Under the Deodars, The Phantom Rickshaw, Wee Willie Winkie. Wszystko to p6zniej
zostalo zebrane jako: Soldiers Three and other Stories 1 Wee Willie Winkie and other Stories.

1889 - RK opuszcza Indie jako wedrowny korespondent The Pioneer. Podrozuje z Hillsami do Burmy,
Singapuru, Hong Kongu, do Kantonu, Japonii i do San Francisco. Przecinajac Stany wizytuje rodzing
Mrs Hill w domu w Beaver w Pensylwanii, gdzie poznaje jej siostr¢ Karoling Taylor z ktéra
nieoficjalnie sig¢ zargczyl. Wrocit do Londynu gdzie zostat literackim pracownikiem w A.P, Watt.
Zamieszkal w Williers St, off the Strand.

1890 — Stal sig stawnym dzigki swym pracom i zostal edytorem w The Times. Wszystkie jego porzednio
wydane ksiazki zostaty ponownie wydane przez angielski i amerykanskie wydawnictwa. Zargczyny z
Karoling Taylor zostaty zerwane. Spotkat na ulicy Flo Gerrard 1 probowal nieszczgs§liwie zrozumiec
swoje uczucia. To doprowadzito go do rozstroju nerwowego.

Zaprzyjaznit si¢ z amerykanskim pisarzem 1 publicysta Wolcottem Balestier 1 spotkat z jego matka 1
siostra. Napisat powie$¢ The Light that Failed, The City of Dreadful Night, zbior swoich artykutow z
The Pionier, ktore zostaty opublikowane w Allahabat bez jego zezwolenia.

1891 — Publikuje Life's Handicap, krotkie opowiadania z jego indyjskiego okresu, z pewnymi dodatkami.
Wspotpracuje z Balestierem piszac The Naulahka. Balestier pomaga RK w ustaleniu jego praw
autorskich w Stanach Zjednoczonych, pokonujac wiele problemdéw z nieautoryzowanymi wydaniami.
RK zapada na zdrowiu z przepracowania. Odbywa podréz do Poludniowej Afryki, Australii i Nowe;j
Zelandii.Wracajac wstgpuje do Indii, by spedzi¢ Boze Narodzenie z rodzing lecz ustyszawszy o §mierci
Balestiera zmartego na tyfus — wraca z powrotem do Londynu.
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1892 — 18 stycznia, RK Zeni si¢ z siostra Balestiera Karolina..Pojechali w podréz dookota $wiata, zatrzymujac
si¢ w Brattleboro w Stanie Vermont, wizytujac rodzing zony, gdzie jej brat sprzedal im szmat ziemi za
minimalng ceng. Dalej pojechali do Japoni. Tymczasem Bank RK splajtowat i matzenstwo pozostato
bez srodkow 1 musieli zaniecha¢ dalszej podrozy. Wrocili do Brattleboro, gdzie szwagier podarowatl im
mieszkanie. W grudniu urodzita si¢ corka Jozefina. RK rozpoczat pisanie dla dzieci. Opublikowal The
Naulahka ktora ukonczyt z Wolcottem Balestier, oraz Barrack-Room Ballads and other Verses.

1893 — Ukazaly si¢ Many inventions, zbioér opowiadan napisany przed i po malzenstwie, uzupetniony
opowiadaniem o Irlandzkim Zotnierzu Mulvaney i pierwsza opowiastka o Mowgli, ktory stat sig
najwazniejszym bohaterem w The Jungle Book. Kiplingowie przeprowadzili si¢ do nowego domu o
nazwie Naulakha zbudowanego na zakupionej ziemi.

1994 — Ukazuje si¢ The Jungle Book.

1995 - The Second Jungle Book opublikowane.

1996 - Urodziny drugiej corki Elsie. Kiplingowie posprzeczali si¢ Beatty Balester, co skonczyto sie sprawa w
sadzie. Opuscili Brattleboro 1 przeniesli si¢ do Torquay w Anglii. Opublikowano The Seven Seas. Zbidr
wierszy, w ktorym dotaczon popularny patriotyczny cykl A Song of the English.

1897 - Kiplingowie osiedlili si¢ w Rattingdean, Sussex niedaleko Burne-Joneses 1 innych polaczen. Urodziny
syna Johna. Publikowanie Captains Courageous, powies¢ o flocie rybackiej Nowej Anglii.

Przez subskrypcje opublikowano w Stanach: przez Scribner's Outward Bound edition, zbiorowe
wydanie prac RK a.

1898 Pierwszez wielu zimowych wakacji w Potudniowej Afryce. Podr6z RK do Rodezji. Przyjazn z Cecilem
Rhodes'sem. Publikuje zbior krotkich opowiadan The Day's Work waczajac The Maltese Cat ktore
byto najbardziej znanym opowiadaniem ktore kiedykolwiek napisal. Napisat tez szereg artykutow o
marynarce - A Fleet in Being.

1899 — Rodzina optacita wysoka ceng za ostatnig podroz do Ameryki. Wszystkie dzieci zachorowaty a RK 1
Josephina zapadli na zapalenie ptuc i dziecko zmarlo. RK przezyt.

Podczas Wojny Burskiej zostal wlaczony do stuzby charytatywnej nazwana nazwana The Absend-
Mindet Beggar Fund. W tym czasie opublikowat From Sea to Sea, autoryzowana versjg, artykutow
Podrozniczych 1 nie zebrane opowiadania z The Pionier, w dwu tomach, oraz Stalky & Co, kolekcjg o
szkolnych historiach z duzym wydzwigkiem autobiograficznym.

1900 — Wizytuje Potudniowa Afryke, pisze dalej o wojnie 1 przygotowywuje fantazyjne: Kim 1 The Just So
Stories.

1901 - Publikuje Kima 1 jak niektérzy sadza najwazniejsza jego indyjska prace.
